I would also like to thank the committee of the BCCS for looking after me so well and for their thoughtful gift. I thoroughly enjoyed my day at this new venue and the warm atmosphere and sportsmanship made the day even more special. I was expertly assisted by my able steward Bob Cross to whom I extend my final thanks. 
I was disappointed that some exhibits were carrying a little too much weight which ultimately cost them and one or two others had knots in their coats for which there is little excuse at any level of competition. Overall however, the depth of quality was pleasing with some very close decisions in some classes.  

Special Vintage Dog (1) 

1st: Aughey’s Aughenaird Clydes Double: Sound, workmanlike slate boy of almost 11 years. Masculine head with dark eye and wise, appealing expression. Soundly built throughout with correct shoulder placement and nice length of upper arm. Good length of back coming from rib and matching angles fore and aft. Moved well. 

Veteran Dog (4, 3)
1st Henderson’s Romegs Revisited by Shorndene

Really liked this 7year old who I have judged in the past when he did his best to throw away all his chances. Much more settled today, he showed himself to advantage, highlighting his many attributes. He is definitely ‘all boy’ with a strong, masculine head and correct conformation throughout. Once he got into his stride, he moved with a purposeful ground covering gait. BVD.

Minor Puppy Dog (3, 2)

Two nice puppies at different stage of development

1st Aughey’s Lochbarra Dark Shadow

Happy, confident 7 month old puppy of lovely type and with bags of character. Head developing well with broad, flat skull, dark pigment and kind eye contributing to a very appealing expression. Nicely constructed throughout with a well placed shoulder, good length of upper arm and corresponding angles fore and aft. Well let down neat little hocks. Moved steadily but still needs to tighten in rear. Quality, harsh coat completed a very nice picture indeed. A very promising puppy 
2nd Hood’s Bryonyhill Tripple Treacle

Another nice puppy, but at just 6 months he is still very much a baby. Presently a little high in the rear and with a lot of maturing yet to do. Head proportions still developing, good pigment and kind eye. Nice length of neck leading into correct shoulder placement. Straight front, good hind angulation and nice bend of stifle. Moved steadily but like his classmate, still very loose at present. Not quite as developed in body as 1, but all the basics are there and in the right place. Sympathetically handled. Will watch this boy mature with interest.    
Puppy Dog (6, 1)
Another super class of promising puppies of differing type 

1st Gibbs’s Dychix Captain Jack

This young man really impressed and one I don’t recall seeing before. 11 month old striking dark slate creating a beautifully balanced picture both standing and moving. He is spot on for size and of excellent overall proportions. Masculine head with strong muzzle and underjaw. Shown in good condition with little to fault in his conformation. Correct tail set and carriage, well let down hocks and a mature quality coat completed an impressive picture indeed for one so young. He moved freely and effortlessly on a loose lead with a confidence and maturity that belied his tender age, pulling out all the stops in the challenge to take a well deserved BPIS. Loved him. Surely one for the future.
2nd Peirson’s Alistair’s Kaiser Chief for Kiltiondale (imp)

Well grown, interesting youngster of 11 months. Rangier dog than 1 and with so much to like about him. Masculine head and kind expression. Nice arch of neck, correct shoulder placement and good length of upper arm. Well developed front assembly with excellent length of back from deep, long ribcage. Matching rear angulation and strong rear quarters. Quality coat coming through. Moved well but not quite as settled on the day as the winner. Expertly handled. Another I will watch mature with interest  

3rd Gill & Cook’s Gillaber Ballater
Junior Dog (6, 1)

Strong class of quality youngsters. Close decision between these three boys with all changing places on another day.                             

1st Thorpe’s Claudalla Jacob Marley at Merrythorpe

Have placed this young man well as a puppy and am pleased to see he is continuing to fulfil his early promise. Well presented, balanced boy of 14 months. Pleasing proportions with firm, clean topline. Lovely head properties with super bright, enquiring expression. Well constructed throughout with nicely muscled quarters and well defined second thighs. Sound movement with plenty of drive. Quality, well presented coat. I’m sure a bright future lies ahead of this young man
2nd Patterson’s Gallus Absolute Quality
Aptly named eye catching brown youngster, built on similar lines and with lots of positive attributes. Super masculine head with plenty of strength in muzzle and underjaw. Good length of neck, well placed shoulders, deep long ribcage and well angulated quarters under a quality jacket. Correct tail set and carriage. Moved well with good reach and drive. Close up to 1, but just preferred the overall shape of the winner in the final line up. Another facing an exciting future for sure.   

3rd Millar’s Ramsgrove Thyme Lord at Beardiewood

Yearling Dog (7,1)
1st Drummond’s Kiltondale Mid-Knight

Well up to size, strongly made dark slate of almost 2 years. Nice type with strong, masculine headpiece. Broad, flat skull with excellent strength of muzzle and underjaw. Dark eye and pigment giving rise to super typical beardie expression. Correct layback of shoulder and excellent length of upper arm. Well developed front assembly and strong rear quarters. Currently carrying a little too much weight for me which ultimately cost him.  However, his overall quality and lovely type could not be denied and he moved out with long, reachy strides and strong rear drive to clinch the reserve best dog spot. RBD

Maiden Dog (3)
1st Millar’s Ramsgrove Thyme Lord at Beardiewood

Loved this boy for type, but he was sadly unsettled and uncooperative in his previous classes despite the best efforts of his handler. Getting it all together and applying himself in this class however, he presented a super outline on the stand. Good size and correct 5 to 4 ratios. Strong masculine head, dark eye and melting expression. Well constructed throughout and shown in fit condition. Mature, quality harsh jacket completed a very nice picture. Now settled and finally into his stride, he moved with a smooth, ground covering gait which won him this and several later classes. If he put his mind to it, this dog could trouble the best.

2nd Gill & Cook’s Gillaber Ballater 

Built on smaller lines, but with everything in the right place, this dark slate boy is still very much a baby and at just 11 months has some maturing yet to do. Head properties still developing, good eye and pigment and kind expression. Nicely constructed throughout. Moved with a confident steady gait. Hope he grows on as he is a quality puppy with plenty to offer.    .

1st Ramsgrove Thyme Lord at Beardiewood

2nd McClymont’s Coalacre Good to be Bad to Reaosh

9 mth old puppy dog of nice size. Head properties developing along the right lines, but would prefer slightly stronger muzzle. Sound overall conformation and displaying a lovely happy disposition which shone through. Just needs to strengthen in rear assembly which should develop as he matures. Movement more settled in this class.

Judged and placed this dog highly as a puppy and pleased to see he has matured into an upstanding 2 year old of nice type. Balanced outline both standing and gaiting. He has strong, masculine head properties, and a kind expression. Nice construction throughout with matching angles, good tail set and carriage. All complimented by a harsh jacket of correct texture. Would have preferred a touch more enthusiasm on the move. Not quite the front reach of the winner.

Balanced dog of correct proportions and nice type. Not the biggest of dogs but very masculine and creating a pleasing outline on the stand. Good head properties with a lovely dark eye and toning pigment. Nice reach of neck leading into very well placed shoulders with matching front and rear angles. Good tail set and well let down hocks. Harsh adult coat coming through. Moved steadily.
3rd Claudalla Jacob Marley at Merrythorpe
Post Graduate Dog (5)
1st Gill & Cook’s Ramsgrove Homeward Bound to Gillaber JW SHCM

Quality, 3 year old boy sporting an impressive balanced outline on the stand. Correct conformation throughout with nice arch of neck, matching front and rear angles and well muscled throughout. Moved freely with good front extension and rear drive. Would just prefer a little more of him. Excellent presentation and well handled.    

2nd Mostonbrae Angel of Love

Mid Limit Dog (4)
1st Patterson’s Ciopar Just the Ticket
This dog needs hands on to fully appreciate his qualities. Correct head proportions with soft, appealing expression. Lovely length of neck which flows beautifully into a well placed shoulder. Well angulated fore and aft with well muscled quarters and well defined second thighs which reflected in his balanced movement. Currently lacking in coat but his place could not be denied.  
2nd Mostonbrae Angel of Love

Limit Dog (5)
1st Costello’s Calkylona Fantasy
My past records remind me that I have awarded this boy Best Dog last time I judged him and I was pleased that today, I was able to repeat the accolade. I still love this plainly marked masculine boy of super type creating a lovely balanced picture on the stand. Strong, masculine head with kind expression. Good length of neck leading into a well placed shoulder corresponding length of upper arm and matching rear angles. Nothing overdone or exaggerated about him, he moved around the ring with a workmanlike attitude and with the minimum of effort or fuss. Presented and handled to advantage. Pleased to once again award him, BD.

2nd Gill & Cook & Garden’s Scruffydog Don Dougal at Gillaber
Well presented, brown boy built on smaller lines but with plenty to offer. Nicely put together throughout with good head proportions, lively, alert expression and kind eye toning with coat. Moved well. Just preferred the length of back of the winner.
3rd Romegs Revisited by Shorndene

Special Vintage Bitch (3,1)
1st Patterson’s Gallus Drop Dead Gorgeous

A lady to be proud of at almost 13 years and shown in good condition. Nice outline on the stand and soundly built throughout. Strong but feminine headpiece with wise, gentle expression.  Lovely arch of neck, well laid back shoulder, excellent length of back and correct front and rear assembly. Moved with purpose and drive. 
2nd Cant’s Thistlebank Double Exposure

11 years young and of nice type. Sound construction overall, but carrying too much weight today which threatened to detract from her qualities. Well presented coat of correct texture. Moved out well but not quite as purposefully as the winner.    

Veteran Bitch (1)

1st Barley’s Ch. Runival Dream of Peace

Ultra feminine, dark slate girl of 10 years still very much in her prime. Super type with the prettiest of heads, dark eyes and melting expression. Well made throughout with little to fault in her conformation. Nothing exaggerated or overdone about this girl, she moved out with a no nonsense smooth and supple action and with the minimum of effort or fuss. Shown in excellent condition under a beautifully presented mature dark coat of correct texture. Unfortunately her topline let her down in the final challenge but nevertheless a lovely girl of just the type I go for and a very worthy champion.  BV, RBB and RBIS
Minor puppy Bitch (3)

1st Gault’s Lochbarra Maid by Moonlight

Promising 7 month old baby doing everything her handler asked of her .Litter sister to my minor puppy dog winner and sharing many similar qualities and attributes. She has the prettiest of correctly proportioned heads, dark eyes and pigment all complimenting a glorious melting expression. Soundly made throughout with excellent shoulder placement and good upper arm reflecting in her impressive, scopey movement for one so young. BPB but missing out to maturity in the final challenge. One to watch.                                   
2nd Hood’s Bryonyhill Tripple Truffle

Composed, 6 mth old brown baby. Still very raw with not quite the shoulder of the winner but with plenty to appreciate. Pretty head developing along the right lines with kind eye toning with coat. Nice length of rib and correct angulation fore and aft. Good tail set and quality coat coming through. Moved well.  

3rd Lumbard’s Lochbarra Moonmaiden 
Puppy Bitch (4)
1st Hosie’s Gillaber Balnacara

Another quality puppy with so much to like about her. Balanced outline on the stand. Pretty, feminine head of nice proportions and sweet, appealing expression. Well laid back shoulder, good length of upper arm and sound rear assembly which allowed her to move with good reach and drive. Not quite as settled on this surface as the younger eventual BPB winner, but I’m sure these two will change places many times.

1st Whelan, Young & Lewis’s Potterdale Cloudberry

Impressive young lady of nice size, commanding attention and sporting a classic outline on the stand. Excellent head properties with sweet, bright expression. Nice arch of neck leading into well placed shoulders, matching front and rear angles and well muscled throughout. Moved well. Excellent presentation and handled to her advantage. Correctly textured coat currently enhancing her shape. Was included in my final cut for the top spots.  Should have a bright future
2nd McClymont’s Smoke on the Water 
Balanced bitch of nice proportions unlucky to meet 1 today. Pleasing head and expression. Good shoulder placement but would prefer slightly better length of upper arm. Correct front and rear angulation and nice bend of stifle. Moved well, but not matching the front reach of the winner.
Yearling Bitch (2)
1st Master, Henderson & McInally’s Silene Winnie the Blue Witch

Strongly made bitch of lovely type and with everything in the right place. Super head and expression. Nicely arched, well muscled neck leading into a well placed shoulder. Good front assembly with matching rear angles. Moved well on a loose lead,

2 year old honest brown girl of super type. Pretty head of good proportions. Kind eye toning with her coat.  Plenty of constructional assets to appreciate including well placed shoulder and nice length of upper arm which allowed her to move with long, reachy strides which won her the class. Coat of excellent quality. Just needs time.
2nd Patterson’s Gallus Daydream Believer 
3 year old with similar comments applying. Soundly constructed throughout with feminine head and bright, enquiring expression. Moved well but just preferred the front reach of the winner.
Graduate Bitch (6, 3)

1st Hood’s Bryonyhill Miss Tickle JW

Dark slate yearling of lovely type. Excelled in head properties with a super dark eye and pigment giving rise to the best of expressions. Correct construction throughout with matching angles, deep, long ribcage and well let down hocks all under a harsh jacket of good texture. Moved with a smooth and effortless action. Another demanding further consideration in the challenge but not quite the finish just yet. 
2nd Murray-Walker’s Douglasdale Dream Angel of Walkerbrae
Another nice bitch of correct proportions and overall sound construction all complimented by a lovely harsh coat. Disappointed therefore that today, she did not display the movement I know this girl is more than capable of. Nice presentation.
Post Graduate Bitch (3, 1)

Difficult decision between these two girls

1st Patterson’s Gallus Living the Dream
3 year old litter sister to 2nd in undergraduate and sharing similar attributes but with slightly better length of upper arm. Strong but feminine head properties, nice arch of neck and lovely length of back coming from rib. Correct front and strong rear assembly allowing her to move with good front extension and rear drive.  
2nd Barley’s Braemoray Strathspey at Runival
Another I have placed well in the past. Feminine head with dark eye and sweet expression. Lots of positive conformational attributes to appreciate which her positive easy movement confirmed. Just preferred the length of back of the winner.
Mid Limit Bitch (5, 2)

1st Jemmet’s Westbere Whisper

Have judged this slate girl as a puppy and was delighted to see that she has developed into the lovely lady she is today. Creating a balanced outline of correct 5 to 4 proportions. She is super to go over with a strong but feminine head, excellent strength of muzzle and appealing expression. Soundly constructed throughout, reflecting in her workmanlike movement which was effortless and true and demonstrated plenty of reach and drive. Harsh coat of correct texture completed the picture. A strong contender for the top spots and pushed the winners hard. At just two years old however, she has time on her side and her day will come.  
2nd McClymont’s Reaosh Perpendicular

I recall admiring this brown girl as a puppy and was pleased to be presented with the opportunity of judging her today. Now 3 years old, I was not disappointed on going over her. Pretty head of correct proportions, kind eye and appealing expression.  Nice neck, good lay of shoulder, straight front and strong rear quarters. To be ultra critical, would prefer a slightly longer rib. Good tail set. Unlucky to meet 1 in such good form today  
3rd Gill and Cook’s Gillaber Kincardine
Limit Bitch (3, 2)

1st Walker’s Walkerbrae Wild Dream

Mature, feminine girl of 6 years creating a lovely balanced outline on the stand. Such a feminine head with the most expressive eyes contributing to a soft, appealing expression. Good length of neck leading into nice lay of shoulder. Correct length of back and short loin. Her coat is not at it’s best today but it certainly did not detract from her other attributes. Moved with a no nonsense, workmanlike action. Stood alone, but a very worthy winner.
Open Bitch (3, 2)

1st Moffat’s Kyleca Spring Breeze
This young lady provided a super conclusion to a very enjoyable day. Sound, honest blue of super type creating a lovely balanced picture both standing and gaiting. Feminine head of correct proportions and bright expression. Nice length of neck flowing beautifully into a well laid back shoulder and good length of upper arm. Correct front assembly and corresponding rear conformation with nice bend of stifle and well defined second thighs. Shown in fit, hard condition and just the right amount of correctly textured coat.  She had the ring to herself in this class which she used to her advantage moving with a fluid, effortless gait which suggested she could work all day. BB. Maintained this enthusiasm to the end to take a well deserved Best in Show.
